MINUTES

I. Call to Order/Roll Call
Caleb Cage, Chair 
Mr. Cage called the meeting to order at 9:02 am.

No public comment.

III. Approval of the Minutes From the May 19, 2016 meetings (For possible action)  
Caleb Cage, Chair

Ms. Kuhn made a motion to approve the minutes as written.  Dr. Vidoni seconded the motion.  The motion passed with Mr. Brown abstaining from the vote since he did not attend the last meeting. 

IV. Review and Approval of Proposed Recommendations for the Annual Report Due to the Governor (For possible action)  
Britta Kuhn, Vice Chair

Mr. Cage said that for each one of the nine recommendation that the Task Force members would discussion the recommendation and then he would open the floor up for public comments.  Ms. Kuhn told the Task Force that the recommendations were based on the discussions the Task Force has had over the last six months.  They have been updated and changed based on the input from the members.  Ms. Kuhn said that once the Governor has received the recommendations, it is anticipated that he will provide direction with regards to which recommendations to pursue, and the Task Force will then proceed with identifying how these recommendations will be executed.  She reminded the group that the recommendations are intentionally designed to be broad, with the details to be worked out after completion of the Annual Report. 
  
There was a lengthy discussion on Recommendation #1.  After which the following language was proposed, “Facilitate broadband expansion by allowing the Nevada Department of Transportation (NDOT) to install conduit and fiber systems in the rights-of-way that support telecommunications facilities, and allow NDOT to enter into public-private partnership for cooperative fiber and conduit trades”. 

Mr. Brown said that the word change from transportation to telecommunications, is a significant change, and without having review from his staff he “reserves our right based on the actual legislative language”. 
Ms. Kuhn reiterated that the purpose of the recommendation was to adopt a policy in line with the existing policy and program being implemented by the Utah Department of Transportation, as discussed in previous meetings, and that the recommendation was not intended to advocate for the creation of a statewide, state-operated fiber network.  Mr. Robison made a motion to approve recommendation number one as amended.  Ms. Kuhn seconded the motion.  The motion was approved. 

Ms. Rahming made a motion to approve Recommendation #2 as written. 
Mr. Anderson seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously. 

After answering various questions, Dr. Vidoni made a motion to approve Recommendation #3 three as written.  Ms. Rahming seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Ms. Inda made a motion to approve Recommendation #4 as written. 
Mr. Anderson seconded the motion.  The motion was passed unanimously.  

Mr. Robinson made a motion to approve Recommendation #5 as written.
Ms. Inda seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Mr. Brown made a motion to approve Recommendation #6 as amended. 
Ms. Inda seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

As the Task Force discussed Recommendation #7.  Various questions were asked and answered, primarily concerning which Indefeasible Right of Use (IRU) or trade agreements would be subject to review; just those IRUs involving NDOT and Nevada System of Higher Education (NSHE), or whether all agreements entered into by every school district should also be reviewed.  Discussion ensued and it was decided that the language set forth in Recommendation #7 should remain as written at this time.  Ms. Inda made a motion to approve Recommendation #7 as written.  Ms. Rahming seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Ms. Inda made a motion to approve Recommendation #8 as written.  Dr. Vidoni seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Mr. Radtke made a motion to approve Recommendation #9 as written.  Ms. Inda seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Ms. Kuhn advised the Task Force that the nine recommendations will be included in the Annual Report to the Governor.  The draft report has been send to the Task Force members for their comments.  Mr. Cage asked for a motion to approve the report in the current form and concept and allow Ms. Kuhn the latitude to make non-substantive editing changes.  Also she will review all comments submitted by the Task Force members by Monday, June 27, to allow her to sufficient time to make any changes and submit the report on behalf of the Task Force by the deadline.  Ms. Kuhn made the motion.  Ms. Inda seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
