Mr. Knoeppel updated the subcommittee from the last meeting. He said that everything would be proposed in the fall and due before winter beak.  In January OSIT would review and organize the applications.  Then the subcommittee reviewed the various other states’ models for recognition.
 
Mr. Mitchell said this subcommittee could pick and choose what would best work for Nevada.  Iowa had a short, web-based application whereas other states like North Carolina and Utah had longer, more in-depth applications.  The subcommittee leaned towards a short, simple application similar to Iowa’s. It was also suggested to ask for feedback at the end of the application.  Mr. Mitchell will create a Google form with a draft application for the subcommittee to review at the next meeting.  The subcommittee also discussed including a site visit as a part of the application process, with OSIT staff and a regional representative from the Council participating.  Representatives from previously recognized schools would also be asked to participate in site visits as a way to “pay it forward.”  The subcommittee decided to create a multi-tiered recognition system so that schools not recognized at the highest level (Governor’s STEM School) would have the opportunity to move up the ladder.  Regarding the length of the designation, It was decided to follow other states and have an indefinite recognition with periodic follow up to ensure the school has maintained its STEM mission.  Mr. Mitchell asked the subcommittee if they liked the timeline that Mr. Knoeppel mentioned earlier and everyone agreed.  Mr., Mitchell is going to present the subcommittee with the proposed costs of the recognition events.
